Plan of Action for World Peace Offers Greatest Challenge in 1948

In the year just ended, Sohio marched
forward at a pace little dreamed of when
John D. Rockefeller, Sr., first founded
The Standard Oil Co. in 1870.

In 1947 the news of the day ran a
gamut of production problems, increased
costs, research and development to meet
competition, transportation  problems,
crude oil shortages, and the integration
of the personnel, policy, and material
requirements of Sohio's hugely expand-
ing operations.

Accomplishments Become Records

Day by day scores of accomplishments
became a matter of record as each So-
hioan did his work.

The 1947 pace was set by The Sohio
Petroleum Co. which discovered an im-
portant new oil pool in January when
it brought in the Howard No. One well.

In that same month the Lima Refinery
won a commendation as Sohio's Safest

Refinery. Six months later, No. Two Re-
finery captured the honor.

Despite a record crude run which
averaged 93,411 barrels of crude oil
processed each day, the Manufacturing
Department established a 50 per cent
reduction in the number of disabling
accidents.

Sohioans Endorse Recreation Plan

Throughout the company, employees
gave active endorsement to The Sohio
Recreation Plan. Employee-formed rec-
reation units boomeranged from 18 to
a total of 41 clubs.

The Sohio Safety Cruiser resumed its
annual safety crusade which had been
interrupted by the war years, and more
than 22,000 people stepped aboard to
test their driving abilities.

Representative of Sohio's expansion,
the Industrial Relations Department pub-
lished a new employee handbook, es

tablished The Sohio News, and a new
Sohioan.

On an industry-wide basis the Ameri-
can Petroleum Institute launched a na-
tional public relations campaign to
combat erroneous beliefs about the pe-
troleum world which a public opinion

poll had revealed.
Still  swathed in infant dress, The
Sohio News joined the APl effort by

staging an All-Sohio Contest designed
to stimulate employee interest in the
public relations campaign.

Vacation Plan Liberalized

Events telescoped together as the year
grew in stature. The vacation plan was
liberalized, leave with pay was voted for
military trainees, and radar installations
were completed on Sohio's river boats.
At the Lima Refinery Sohio began a ten-
million-dollar modernization  program.
Out west the unitization of the West

Edmond field created a major advance
in oil conservation. At the Home Office
plans were completed and Sohio moved
into a new medium of advertising-tele-
vision. In December a new vice-presi-
dential appointment climaxed an endless
list of promotions which had been tak-
ing place all year.

1211 Get Service Pins

Also on the company front a total of
1211 employees were awarded service
pins which ranged from 5 to 60 years.

Individual and collective material
gains were many, but the greatest cru-
cial problem of 1947 remained unsolved.
We moved no closer to world-wide peace.

Council Offers Ways to
Combat Winter Hazards

Motorists remember to
change the oil in their cars
when winter comes, but a lot
of them don't remember to
change their driving habits to
fit the season.

The National Safety Council
says this conclusion is supported
by the fact that for the last eight
years, snow belt states have shown
a winter jump in the mileage
death rate of 24 to 53 per cent as
compared with summer.

Tested Driving Tips

The two major winter hazards
in all sections of the United
States are inadequate traction and
reduced visibility. To find out
about these hazards and what to
do about them, the Council has
conducted several research pro-
grams on frozen lakes in Wiscon-
sin, Minnesota, and Michigan.

As the nation enters the most
hazardous period of the year, the
Council announced these tested
tips for winter driving:

Get 'Feel' of Road

Find out how slippery it is
when starting out by stepping on
the brakes lightly or "gunning"
the motor. Get this feel of the
road when driving slowly and
while no other vehicles are near.

Adjust speed to conditions. A
good guide to follow is the speed
of other cars. Passing requires
changing directions, accelerating,
and braking—all dangerous on a
slippery surface.

Stay well back of other vehicles
and slow down well ahead of in-
tersections and curves. If you are
going slow enough, it helps to ac-
celerate very slightly when round-
ing a curve.

Use tire chains on snow or ice.
They are the most effective sdf-
help you have.

Keep windshield and windows
clear with good defrosters. If nec-
essary, roll down the window a
little.

Pump the brakes when you slow
or stop. Locked brakes only throw
you into a skid.

Lima Wins Plaque, Recaptures
Sohio's Safest Refinery Title

LIMA, Ohio—At midnight
December 31, 1947, Lima Re-
finery men  fulfilled a
months-old pledge.

They recaptured the title of
Sohio's Safest Refinery which
they had vowed to return to Lima
when it was first taken away from
them by Cleveland's No. 2 Re-
finery on June 30, 1947.

The right to fly the green and
white flag and to display the
green cross safety plaque is
awarded semi-annually to the one
refinery which demonstrates the
lowest number of lost-time acci-
dents per million man hours
worked for the preceding six-
month period.

Year's end safety statistics re-
vealed that the Lima Plant com-
pleted the second half of 1947

without a single disabling accident.

Among the five Sohio refineries
who compete for the honor, No.
1 Refinery, Cleveland, was run-
ner-up. No. 1 men completed
the same six months period with
only two disabling accidents.

Sometime this month Lima Re-
finery employees, staff supervisory
personnel, and company officias
will convene at Lima to make an
official presentation of the award.

Despite the fact that production
records topped the 1946 high, all
Sohio manufacturing last year im-
proved its annual safety record.

The department established a
50 per cent reduction in the num-
ber of disabling accidents, and a
95 per cent reduction in the num-
ber of days lost as the result of
accidents.
