We' l l quickly admit that there's no need for candi­

dates for E M B A electoral posts to resort to baby-

kissing, mud-slinging, and name-call ing as a means to 

secure votes. W h i l e we were having fun in request ing 

our car toonist to portray a few of E M B A ' s candidates 

in roles characteristic of American pre-election antics, 

we feel seriously that each candidate for an E M B A 

office could take a few lessons from the professional 

poli t icians in how to make themselves heard, known, 

and understood. 

T h e latter, it seems to us, is a basic requi rement of 

each man or woman runn ing for office. 

On the voters' side of the ledger, in this case the 

8,684 members of E M B A , a characterist ic of American 

polit ical elect ions does validly exist, and that is the 
failure of many eligible voters to cast their ballots. 
In the 1946 E M B A biennia l elect ion, only 4,725 
votes were cast out of a possible 7,490. Even though 
this pol i t ical apathy is a reflection of a na t ional dis­
ease, it is impossible to condone , especially in a 
group as closely knit as the Employees ' Mutua l Benefit 
Association. 

Despite the conservatism and lack of poli t ical 
activity, typical of an employee organization of this 
nature, no excuse is avai lable to expla in why only 
63 percent of its members chose to express their 
decision on the very basic issue of who is to control 
the thousands of dollars which the members them­
selves deposit annual ly in E M B A ' s account . 

W h i l e the company contr ibutes substantially to 

mainta in overhead and administrat ive expenses, each 

dollar in the total 1947 E M B A income of $162 ,489 

and of the total benefits paid for that same year, 

$112,285 , came out of the pockets of its members .

For New Solvent 
Refining Plant 

Construction to 
Cost $ 1 3 M i l l i o n 

Sohio has authorized construc­
tion of a $13 mi l l ion solvent 
refining plant for lubr ica t ing oils 
at Lima. Ohio , according to a 
recent announcement by E. B. 
McConnel l , vice president in 
charge of Manufactur ing, and 
work is now under way in design­
ing the huge new plant. Con­
struction will begin within a year, 
and the plant is expected to be 
in operat ion at the beg inn ing of 
1951. 

Part of Expans ion Program 

T h e new plant is in addition 

to the $16 mil l ion modernization 

and expansion program already 

under construct ion at L i m a and is 

a part ol Sohio 's company-wide 

S100 mil l ion capital investment 

program for the three-year period 

of 1948-1950. 

T h e new plant will have a 
capacity of 76 .000 gallons of fin­
ished solvent refined lubr icat ing 
oil per day. T h i s will more than 
double Sohio's exist ing capacity 
for the production of lubr ica t ing 
oils at its Cleveland No. 2 Re 
f inery and T o l e d o Refinery. 

Other Outputs Con t inue 

T h e Cleveland No. 2 Refinery, 
which produces 46 ,000 gallons of 
lubricat ing oil per day, will be 
cont inued in operat ion to pro­
duce many of Sohio 's compound­
ed industrial and motor lubri­
cat ing oils, greases, waxes and 
specialty products. A port ion of 
To ledo ' s refining facilities for 
lubricat ing oils may also be con­
t inued in operat ion. 

T h e f ive units o f the new Lima 
lubricat ing oil p lant will provide 
vacuum disti l lation, solvent de-
asphalt ing, solvent ext rac t ion , 
solvent de-waxing, and clay treat­
ing. 

T h e contrac t for the solvent 
de asphalt ing uni t has been let 
t o T h e M. W. Kellogg Company 
and contracts for the four other 
units of the solvent refining 
plant to T h e L u m m u s Com­
pany. B o t h of these engineer ing 
contractors are specialists on lu­
br icat ing oil refining processes.

T h e Employees' Mutua l Benefit Association's biennial

947, of which $1 ,508,000 was non­

recurrent income, according to 

the company's in ter im report to 

stockholders and employees, made 

publ ic this month . Net income 

for the n ine months of 1947 was 

$11 ,698 ,481 . 

Net income appl icable to com­

mon stock was equivalent to $5.20 

per share for the n ine months , in­

cluding non-recurrent income of 

43 cents per share. T h i s com­

pared with $3.77 per share for 

the n ine months ' per iod in 1947. 

C o m m o n stock outstanding, ex­

clusive of treasury shares, totaled 

3 ,504,954 shares at Sep tember 30, 

1948, as compared with 2 ,920,553 

shares at Sep tember 30, 1947. 

Net earnings for the Sep tember 

quar ter of 1948 were equal to

High Earnings 
Needed to Keep 
Pace with Demand

which were responsible for the 

somewhat lower earnings reflected 

for that period. 

President W . T . Hol l iday stated 

that net sales reached a record 

level of $179 ,814 ,314 for the n ine 

months, 2 6 % greater than the 

$142 ,268 ,260 achieved dur ing the 

similar period of 1947. Product 

price increases which became ef­

fective in the lat ter part of 1947 

and, to a lesser extent , the greater 

physical volume of most products 

sold during 1948 resulted in the 

greater dollar volume of business. 

T h e company's ne t crude oil 

product ion amounted to 8,275,683 

barrels for the n ine months , 1 9 % 

greater than product ion for the 

same period in 1947. Ref lec t ing 

the h igher prices paid for crude 

oil and the steadily rising cost of 

labor, t ransportat ion, and other 

materials , the total costs and ex­

penses ( including income taxes) 

were 2 4 % higher for the n ine 

months of 1948 than for the simi­

lar period of 1947. 

In commen t ing on the general 

si tuation, M r . Holl iday stated 

that, " R e p l a c e m e n t of plants and 

equ ipment at today's high prices 

requires the expendi ture , in most 

cases, of more than double the 

amounts of money needed to do 

the same j o b in 1940. T h i s sub­

stantial increase in the cost of 

plants and equ ipment which must 

be replaced applies with equal 

force to the expansion of facili­

ties now urgently needed by the 

company to keep pace with the 

greatly increased demand for pe­

troleum products. 

"Current d e p r e c i a t i o n provi­

sions are based on or iginal costs, 

which were material ly less than 

today's costs for similar facilities, 

and because of this fact, such de­

preciat ion provisions are inade­

quate for the replacements now 

being made. Earn ings therefore 

should be large enough to sup­

p lement depreciat ion provisions 

in providing funds needed for 

rep lacement of facilities, as well 

as a large part of the funds re­

quired for expansion and con­

t inued growth. R e c e n t earnings, 

a l though higher than ever before, 

are urgently needed for the pur­

poses out l ined."
