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It's a Cold Fact — 
Women Are the Weaker Sex 

D I D Y O U K N O W that women are the "weaker" sex where 
the cold bug is concerned? Polls and surveys show that more 
women than men catch colds. Did you know that worriers 
catch cold easier? In fact, any emotional upset makes people 
more likely to come down with a cold. But, if you're feeling 
mentally low, tests prove that you sometimes think you've got 
a cold when you really haven't. Another little known fact 
about a cold is the scientists' discovery that a top-of-the-world 
feeling may also be the sign of a cold coming on. 

T H E C O M M O N C O L D is one of the greatest unsolved 
mysteries of modern life. For over 2000 years man has been 
trying unsuccessfully to find out what causes colds and how 
to cure them. In ancient times he believed colds were caused 
by decaying leaves, face powder, cats and the influence of 
comets. Now he has determined that a cold is an airborne 
disease, probably a virus. 

N E A R L Y E V E R Y O N E has at least one cold a year. 
Two out of three people have three colds a year. Since a 
three-day cold costs the average person $25 in a shrunken 
pay-check, doctor's fee and medication, it can readily be 
seen that a cold is a luxury no one can afford. The nation's 
Number One disease is its most costly. Nationwide loss in wages 
and medical costs is estimated to run as high as two billion 
dollars a year. 

T W O D A Y S B E F O R E a man knows he has a cold, he 
can be passing it on to others via a cough, a sneeze or direct 
conversation with them. A cold is infectious for five to seven 
days, and germs travel in a concentric circle, usually where 
there is a large group of people. 

W H A T C A N Y O U DO to avoid a cold? Stay away 
from people who have them, for one thing, and beware of 
drafts and fatigue. Keep your feet warm and dry by wearing 
rubbers and overshoes. And if you get one anyway? Go to 
bed, rest and eat nourishing food. If you have a fever, aches 
or a racking cough for more than 24 hours call a doctor. 
And remember, just because you've just had a cold is no 
reason you won't catch another . . . and another . . . if you're 
not careful, especially in this unpredictable winter weather. 

Signs are for your safety. It pays to read them carefully. We heard 
tell of a Scotsman who was badly beaten up became he thought the 
sign on the door said "Laddies."
